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Daniel will read 2 English story books over the semester. Each book will take about 9 weeks to
finish. He will build lessons for the students based on topics in the books. There will be lessons
about math, science, art, and other subjects, all taught in English.

There is homework every week. First, | ask that you or another family member read the story at
home at least once every week. There are QR codes for you in the workbooks to access
photographs or videos of the books. Please sign or stamp your name in the corresponding week
to show that this is completed. Second, there will be one page of written homework assigned
every week. The topic will match what was done in class and needs to be completed before the
next class.

Student scores will be based on a combination of completing homework on time, completing
homework correctly, completing class work correctly, class projects, and participating in class.
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
